Be Friendly

• Greet kids and parents

• Help kids get into the activity

• Don’t sell

• People are naturally curious

• Every meeting/event is a 
recruiting opportunity



Be Courteous

• Avoid using lingo
• Pack-> “All elementary aged kids”

• Den -> “Kids the same age”

• Adventure -> “Topic”

• Akela -> “Caring adult”
• Akela as a gender/relationship 

neutral term is ahead of its time

• Scouts BSA/Boy Scouts -> “Older 
kids program”



Be Kind

• Different abilities

• Divided/complex families

• Different cultural backgrounds

• Songs -> Action, call & response
